Challenges in the Industry in Singapore
Singapore, like every sovereign country in the world today, faces security threats from international terrorism, foreign subversion and espionage. In addition, however, Singapore being a multi-ethnic society faces a major potential threat from communalism or racial and religious extremism. These threats can involve physical or chemical threats.
According to the Sophos’ Security Threat Report 2007, Singapore ranked 50th, near the bottom of the list, in terms of the volume of malware hosted. Recognizing that infocomm security will continue to underpin the proper functioning of economic activities across key sectors, one of the main areas that the next masterplan will focus on is the security of the Next Generation National Infocomm Infrastructure being developed under iN2015. The new five-year security master plan will be launched in 2008. It will ensure that we provide a secure and trusted environment for the new innovative services riding on Singapore’s national infocomm infrastructure.

Being host to the Youth Olympics in 2010, Singapore faces a task in ensuring the safety and security of all international guests. It would also be a logistical challenge in which new technologies and best practices might be able to assist.


The Aging population also spells a need for extended care for 


safety for the senior citizens. Many innovations have been


created to enhance safety and awareness for the health of 


these citizens and Singapore recognizes the capabilities of 


these innovations.



Singapore, surrounded by the sea, also faces ecological and environmental threats that will similarly disrupt the economy and living circumstances. This global challenge, also pertains to Singapore.

Goals
